Word  

First Reading       Isaiah 61:1-4, 8-11 

The spirit of the Lord GÊ� is upon me, because the LÊÙ� has anointed 
me; he has sent me to bring good news to the oppressed, to bind up the 
brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the capƟves, and release to the 
prisoners; 2to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor, and the day of 
vengeance of our God; to comfort all who mourn; 3to provide for those 
who mourn in Zion— to give them a garland instead of ashes, the oil of 
gladness instead of mourning, the mantle of praise instead of a faint 
spirit. They will be called oaks of righteousness, the planƟng of the LÊÙ�, 
to display his glory. 4They shall build up the ancient ruins, they shall raise 
up the former devastaƟons; they shall repair the ruined ciƟes, the 
devastaƟons of many generaƟons.  

8For I the LÊÙ� love jusƟce, I hate robbery and wrongdoing; I will 
faithfully give them their recompense, and I will make an everlasƟng 
covenant with them.
